Class Rules or How to Be Successful in this Class 
1.  Be prepared – bring your notebooks, books and something to write with everyday.  
2.  Be attentive – success in this class depends on YOU.  Listen, learn, and PASS.  
3.  Be courteous – do not interrupt class, do not annoy your teacher of classmates.
4.  Be respectful – respect others in the class and their property.  Do not touch things that do not belong to you.
5.  *Be still – do not get out of your seat without permission, wandering around class is not allowed.
Consequences

1.  Warning  (reflects also on your class participation grade) 
2.  Removal from Class
3.  Office referral
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Class Format

1.  Independent Study (I) –  Includes articles or other readings, worksheets or study guides, internet research. These are completed in class and usually due that day. 
2.  Lectures (L) – Requires you to listen and take notes over the topic being studied.  Many notes will be printed for you, but you will still need to pay attention and add your own thoughts.
3.  Group Work (G) – In small groups, you will complete labs and activities.  It is important that you stay on-task and do your share of the work.  Lab reports will be required in some cases. 
4.  Movies & Media (M) – On these days, we will watch an educational video.  All videos have worksheets to complete as you watch them.  Alternately we may go to the computer lab to do a project.  
**When you enter class, look at the board to see what we are doing that day. 

Grading

1.  Quizzes & Tests – usually at the end of a chapter or lecture, worth anywhere between 10-100 pts. This will make up the majority of your grade in this class.
2.  Assignments – Usually worth 10-20 points, competed in class or at home

3.  Lab/Group work – 10-20 pts, mostly done in class, you may need to complete at home 
4.  Late work will not be accepted more than a week from due date.  Each day late is 20% off. 

5.  *Introductory Physics has an additional participation grade. Daily rubric used. 
Absences

It is critical to your success in this class to limit your absences.   In the event that you are absent, the following policies apply.  
1.  Independent work (worksheets/assignments) must be completed and turned in the next day.
2.  Lab/Group work will be excused as long as the absence is verified.
3.  Lecture Quizzes – will be excused after you show me that you copied the notes.  Lowest quiz dropped.
4.  Movie worksheets – one excused per semester.  Make up work situational.

5.  All tests are posted at least a week in advance.  Be prepared to take the test on the day it is given (even if you have been absent the previous day).  If you know you will be absent on test day, you may want to make arrangements to make up at a different time (particularly for lab tests).  All make-up tests are completed on your own time (study hall or before/after school).

*According to school policy, more than 10 absences can result in denial of course credit; student must APPEAL for credit if he/she has missed more than 10 periods. 

Final Exam

The finals can be waived for most science classes if:
1.  You miss fewer the 5 class periods during the semester
2.  Or you are making an A in the class

You cannot waive the final if:
1.  You have missed more than 10 class periods (even if you are making an A)
2.  You have been assigned ISS or OSS
3.  You have been on homebound at any point in the semester

4.  You have been truant in ANY class
                          ^^Final exams are worth 20% of your grade^^ 

Extra Credit
Occasionally small extra credit points will be awarded to the class. 
I do not give extra credit individually (so don’t ask).  
Bathroom/Hall Passes

You will be allowed 4 passes per quarter for whatever business you might have.  Please pick an APPROPRIATE time to ask for a pass, such as during quiet independent work time.   Passes are located in the student handbook.   Additional passes may be “purchased” by performing tasks.  (Push-ups, cleaning, staying after class..etc)
